ORDER COMPELLING RELEASE OF JUDICIAL LIEN

This matter is before the Court on the Debtor’s Motion to Compel [LIENHOLDER] (the
“Lienholder”) to release its judicial lien of record in [NAME OF] Book __ ,Page ___,inthe
[COUNTY] Clerk’s Office, [STATE]. The Debtor owns no real estate to which the judicial lien
can attach, but the Debtor represents that the judicial lien impairs the Debtor’s discharge
pursuant to 11 U.S.C. 8 524. The Court having reviewed the record and being otherwise
sufficiently advised,

It is ORDERED the Debtor’s Motion is GRANTED. The Lienholder shall release its
judicial lien within 30 days of the entry of an order granting the Debtor a discharge in this
bankruptcy case, or within 30 days of entry of this Order, whichever is later. If the Lienholder
fails to act within 30 days, the Debtor is authorized to present this Order, with a copy of the

Order of Discharge attached, to the designated recording officer who shall note the release in the

applicable lien records.
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
